® Place an opening tool under the
screen cover, and pop it off.

& Using a metal object to open fragile
parts of your laptop could cause
damage! Instead use the opening
tool listed in the tools section above.

® Take off the 6 screws using the Philips head #1.
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Step 3

® Lift the screen out from the top.
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® Remove the connector located at the bottom of the back of the screen.
